For a continuation of the Linc 2.20 listening and writing activities, do the following:

1.  Correct students’ writing

2.  Give each student an index card.  Instruct students to rewrite their paragraph on an index card.

3. In a line drill, have students share their paragraph with a partner.

4. After several partner changes, instruct students not to look at their cards. (Remind them that the goal is not exact memorization but to talk freely about their job experience and goals.)

5. After much practice, ask for volunteers to present a mini-monologue to the class.
